· The proposal form must be approved by the department chair. 

· For the conference goals, mission, vision & themes 

· Attach the soft copy of the CV to the conference proposal form 

· Proposals received after the deadline will not be accepted. 

· The prospective presenter must follow the Conference Themes to choose the title of her paper. 

· The proposal will be reviewed by the Conference Subcommittee. 

· Prospective platform speakers will be notified if the proposal is accepted or rejected. 

· Accepted proposals will be sent a notification through email. 

· The final confirmation will be sent after the review of the paper is confirmed. 

· The accepted proposal of a prospective presenter does not guarantee that the presenter will present. It is a confirmation that she is eligible to submit the final version of the paper. The paper is reviewed by the Referee committee and the final scientific review committee. 

· The proposal/paper that is not selected for the presentation may be proposed by the scientific review committee to present as a poster session. The CSCEC Center will send the confirmations for the selected poster sessions. 

· The Conference Scientific Review Committee reserve the right to decline a presentation to any submitted proposals/ papers that lack scientific content or merit, or merely announce the availability of a resource and CSCEC Center will abide to their decision.
